Being Christian = Covenant Communion & Community: Jesus’ Household v. the World

Covenant = (1) Relationship; (2) Expectations & Promises; & (3) Faithful Actions.

1) Commit, 2) Comprehend, and 3) Construct your house in His House.

1) COMMIT to His Household: Christ’s New Covenant Communion & Community
He lifted up his eyes on his disciples...: “Blessed are you who are the poor, because yours [pl.] is the
Kingdom of God.... when people hate you, exclude you [pl],... on account of the Son of Man.” Lk. 6:20,22

Beatitudes & Woes: Jesus calls us to be poor to the World, treasuring Him & His House.

2) COMPREHEND the Expectations & Promises of the New Covenant.

Truth & Consequences. My actions show my truth and my eternal Communion (a) with the World, or (2)
with Christ via Faithfulness. “Give & it will be given to you....with the measure you use, it will be measured
back to you.” Lk. 6:38 “Why do you call me ‘Lord, Lord,” and not do what I say?” Lk. 6:46
